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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the effect of tree diagram worksheet on
teaching tenses in English 1. The sample of this study was 92 first year students in the second
semesier of the 2010 academic year who enrolled the English 1 course in Food and Nutrition and
Home Economics Education Major. The research instruments consisted of : 1) a pre and post-test
2) a Transformational Grammar worksheet 3) a tree diagram worksheet on Present Simple Tense
4) a tree diagram worksheet on Past Simple Tense 5) a tree diagram worksheet on Future Simple

‘Tense and 6) an evaluation form, The statistics used for data analysis were mean scores, standard

deviation and t-test for dependent samples.

The result of this study were as follows :

1, After using free diagram worksheet, the students’ abilities in using tenses increased at
the .05 level of significance,

2. The free diagram worksheet used in this experiment had high efficiency to teach
