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ABSTRACT

Lampshades design project from woven fabric artistic patterns from Moroccan
architecture aimed to design lamps from woven fabric artistic patterns from Moroccan
architecture. To meet the objectives, the woven fabric patterns design information using
jok technique and Fes Palace Architecture (Royal palace or Dar el Makhzen) was studied
to design woven fabric patterns. The Moroccan style lamp patterns and materials for
producing products were studied in order to design and create lamp products from woven
fabric artistic patterns from Moroccan architecture. The work process was divided into 8
steps as follows: 1. Study the information on the design of woven fabric patterns using
the jok technique 2. study the Moroccan lamp style, weaving using jok technique, and
materials for producing products 3. study the Palace Architecture (Royal palace or Dar el
Makhzen) 4. analyze data from preliminary data studies 5. create from data analyzed to
guide product design 6. Design a weaving pattern based on concepts analyzed from data
7. choose the design and material in order to create a prototype creating the actual
product 8. create a prototype. The lamp design project from woven fabric artistic patterns
from Moroccan architecture manufactured 5 lamp prototype products for decorating the

home interiors to enhance the atmosphere for a pleasant home and various places.
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
