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Abstract

The research titled comparison and analysis of opinions and attitudes of Thai and foreign
tourists towards 9 health cannabis tourism route in Thailand aims 1) to study the behaviour,
opinions and attitudes of Thai and foreign tourists on 9 health cannabis routes in Thailand, and
2) to analyze and compare the opinions and attitudes of Thai and foreign tourists on 9 tourism
route of health cannabis of Thailand, comprising of Nakhon Ratchasima, Buriram, Sakon Nakhon,
Rayong, Phatthalung, Phuket, Chiang Mai, Lamphun and Kanchanaburi. The study is quantitative
research by employing the questionnaire survey to collect the data from the research samples:
Thai and foreign tourists. Four hundred samples were reached with accidental sampling via an
online survey. Statistics used to analyze data were frequency (f), percentage (%), mean (X) and
standard deviation (S. D).

The study results showed that the majority of respondents were males than females, with
age between 21-30 years old, who were single, holding a bachelor's degree, with a monthly
income of 15,000 Baht or lower.

The behavioural data analysis of Thai and foreign tourists found that Thai and foreign
respondents were equal, who travelled in Thailand with a group of friends, knew about the 9
route for health cannabis tourism in Thailand from internet sources and travelled for their leisure.

The reason for deciding to travel is because of exciting tourism programs. Most of the respondents



had never travelled on health tourism. They wanted to travel Thailand's health cannabis tourism
route and agreed that the 9 health cannabis Thailand tourism route should be promoted to bring
income to Thailand. In addition, most of the respondents agreed that cannabis should be taken
from the drug list to allow free use and its medical benefits.

The data analysis results in attitudes and opinions of foreign tourists towards the
importance of the 9 health cannabis tourism routes in Thailand, divided into four aspects:
economic, cultural, social, and environmental aspects. When considering details each aspect, it
was found that the first priority for Thai tourists was the economy aspect (X= 6.05, S. D= 1.09)
, followed by the environmental aspect (X= 6.04 S.D=1.10), cultural aspect (X= 5.95 S.D-
1.13) , and the social aspect (X= 5.92 5. D= 1.17) respectively. For foreign tourists, the first
important aspect was the environmental aspect (X= 6.22.S. D= 0.82) , followed by the social
aspect (X= 6.20 S. D= 0.83) , the economy aspect (X= 6.17.S. D= 0.78) , and the cultural
aspect (X= 6.16 S. D = 0.86) respectively.
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
