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ABSTRACT

produce crop top fashion clothing. The results of the operation are 1 collection of
crop tops, 5 outfits and 5 pieces of cloth, 2 meters long and 50 inches wide, with
leaves consisting of 1. Red soap leaves 2. Castor leaves 3. Eucalyptus leaves 4. Cosmos
